There were: 117,000 associations (including 17,000
Voluntary Fire Brigades), 26,000 foundations, in total
approximately 143,000 registered organisations in 2018.
Not all registered organisations are actually active. We
estimate about 65 % of registered organisations have
active operations. The data presented in this report are
representative for the population of active foundations
and associations, excluding Voluntary Fire Brigades
(they were not covered by the survey), i.e. approxima-
tely 80,000 associations and foundations.

What is the age
of NGOs?

An average organisation has operated for about 10
years. In 2018, the number of youngest organisations
with a history shorter than 5 years was close to the
number of organisations with the longest history

of over 15 years.

Note the change in the age structure of active orga-
nisations over the last decade. There were more
than three times more organisations with the shor-
test history more than the oldest organisations only
ten years ago. The proportions are equal today. The
non-governmental sector can be said to mature, as
evidenced by the share of the oldest organisations.
